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As part of our Materials and their properties topic in Science, we will be visiting the local quarry. 
Non-chronological Reports (2 weeks)
Reading
Distinguishing between fiction and non-fiction and identifying features of a non-chronological report. Researching information and making notes.  
Writing and grammar
Writing a plan and first draft, editing and evaluation written work.  Using conjunctions of time and cause along with simple present and past tenses.  Children will also be encouraged to extend their sentences by using more than one clause.
Children will be asked to justify opinions and take part in role-play as we move onto a debate about sports and their benefits. 

Day-to-Day Reading –
It is important for your child to read both to improve their reading fluency and understanding, but also for enjoyment.
When you hear your child read you could ask them questions about what they are reading, comprehension is a big part of reading and enjoyment.  
You could ask questions like:
· Where does the story take place?
· What did you enjoy about the story?
· When and where does the story take place? Can you describe it?
Spelling – your child will bring home a set of spellings each week.  It is really important, for their progression in writing, that they are learning the spellings.  If your child doesn’t understand a word, they could use a dictionary to look up its meaning.  Please come and speak to me if you have any questions.  
Story writing – Myths and Legends (3 weeks)
Reading 
Answer questions about characters within a myth, read different myths, discuss the features and proofread their own work.  
Writing and grammar
The children will work towards writing their own myth, using powerful verbs and new and interesting vocabulary.  We will create a story map and speech for the different characters, we will also write using compound and complex sentences.  The children will be encouraged to read aloud and edit their own myth.
