Breaktime Supervision Policy
Lunch Supervision
The children must be under supervision at all times by the welfare assistants.  The Headteacher supports the welfare assistants during this time.  When the Headteacher is off site for any reason at lunchtime responsibility is delegated to the Deputy Head or another member of staff.  One welfare assistant must always be on duty in the playground when children are outside.  The playground must not be left unattended.  
Lunch Rota

Infant children go in together at 12.00. Juniors go outside and are called in when appropriate.  The children should go to the toilet and wash their hands prior to entering the hall to have their lunch.

Expected Behaviour in the Hall

Children should enter and leave the hall quietly and sit at their table until asked to collect their lunch. Children will be given permission to leave their table for playtime if a staff member is available outside.  Children should be encouraged to talk with children on their table and to eat nicely.  All lunches will be eaten in the hall (no food to be taken into the playground).  Food items should not be swapped.  Children must not put pressure on slow eaters to eat quicker or encourage them to leave food. Good behaviour is rewarded by the giving of table points which contribute to house points.
Playing in the Yard

The children gain access to the yard through the infant cloakroom or the corridor.  Once the children are in the yard, they should not enter school unless given permission to do so.  If a child is asked to come into school by a teacher then they are the responsibility of that member of staff.  Children attending lunchtime clubs must have had permission from a member of staff to be in the building.
Playing on the Field

When the weather allows the children may play on the field.  This is at staff discretion.  The children should keep to the grass and not play near the car park or close to the front wall.  The staff member should check the playground and the car park gate are closed.

Playing Games

The children are encouraged to play games at playtime and small equipment is provided.  Expensive toys and mobile phones are not allowed in school.  Football is allowed, if the ball is kept low, on the playground.  Basketball or throwing games should be played near the play area.  Pupils are not to go over the wall to retrieve a ball from the lane but a Year 6 child will be sent around if required
First Aid

If a child requires first aid they should be sent to a first aider with a buddy.  If a member of staff is needed at any time a child should be sent with a message. Ensure the first aid record book is completed with the full details of any injuries and an appropriate first aid letter sent home to parents. Bang to the head wrist bands are also to be used as appropriate.
Indoor Play & Wet Lunchtimes

Duty staff decide whether or not there will be a wet playtime. Children must be supervised at all times.  During wet lunch hours all of Class 1 are based in their own classroom whilst Years 3 – 6 are based in Class 3.  Initially a door between the hall and class 3 is kept open and a member of staff alternates between the two until all finished.  Buddies may be used in Class 1 to encourage the playing of quiet activities but must never be left unsupervised in the classroom. During a wet play a drink will be brought to supervising staff by another member of staff, who is not responsible for a class at that time.  If a staff member needs to leave the classroom cover must be arranged with another member of staff.
The End of Breaktime
At the end of break time the duty staff will send two children to inform the staffroom and ring the bell for the children to line up – Years 3/4 and 5/6 at right angles to the ramp and Class 1 along the building leading to the steps.
Members of staff are free to go off site at lunchtime but should be back in good time for the afternoon session.  Anyone remaining on the premises at lunchtime has a “duty of care” towards the children.
Bad Behaviour

Should a pupil use bad language, physically hurt another child by hitting or kicking or be rude, the incident should be considered in the light of the behaviour policy and the Headteacher informed. The behaviour policy sanctions will be referred to in these circumstances.
Rules for the Play Area
Buddies can help reception children to play on the equipment.

During, or following poor weather, the teacher or welfare assistant on duty should decide if the equipment is safe to use.

When the bell is rung children must get down from the equipment immediately.

If there is any unacceptable behaviour pupils will be banned from using the equipment for the remainder of that playtime.  
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
