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As Scientists we will travel back in the time machine to look at the formation of planet Earth and to identify key factors important to life. We will have a visit from an alien who wants to find out what life is like on Planet Earth. We will group living things identifying similarities and differences to tell him, noting key habitats in our own locality. We will conduct a minibeast safari on our school grounds and classify which things are alive/dead/never been alive. 


As Geographers we will use globes to look at what the Earth looked like when dinosaurs roamed around.  We will look at the globe now and learn the names of oceans. We will also zoom in on the four countries that make up the UK, celebrate St. George’s Day and make an information leaflet. 


As Historians we will travel back in time to answer a series of questions for Abigail the Archaeologist. We will explore prehistoric times to find out about food sources. We will look at lots of clues to find out why Mary Anning was a significant individual and what she found out . 


As Technologists we will explore mechanisms in vehicles and build up to designing and making our own Jurassic Park Jeeps 


As computing experts, we are going to use scratch to create our own computer landscapes and put together simple programs to direct our sprite around it. 


In PSHE we will focus on building relationships with others.
