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As Scientists we will conduct a minibeast safari on our school grounds, exploring different habitats and making a ‘choice chamber’. We will design our own minibeast and say how it could adapt to its environment. We will explore animals that live in different habitats around the world and create pictorial food chains. 


As Geographers  (continuing from last half term’s exploration of St George’s Day and the Platinum Jubilee)  we will zoom in on the other 3 countries that make up the UK, celebrate some national events and make an Exploring the UK information leaflet.
